For over a year SFF Services provided 
continuous guard vessel services for Petrofac 
during the construction phase of its Don 
Southwest and West Don Development 
Project without any safety incidents 
reported. 

The Don Southwest and West Don Fields 
are located in the northern North Sea, 
approximately 150 km northeast of the 
Shetland Islands and 12km north of the Thistle 
Field, in a water depth of about 150m.

Matt Huntington, Petrofac Subsea Manager, 
said: “A total of 13 separate guard vessels had 
operated on the project and their exemplary 
safety performance was a credit to all of the 
crews involved especially when we consider 
the harsh environmental conditions that have 
been experienced in the Don area.”

James Brown, Chairman of the Scottish 
Fishermen’s Trust, said:  “Scottish Fishermen’s 
Trust is very grateful to Petrofac for their 
extremely generous donation to the charity. 

“The activity of SFF Services Ltd over a 
considerable number of years in organising 
guard vessels has facilitated good relations 
between the fishing and the oil and gas 
industries to our mutual benefit. It is 
extremely gratifying to the Trust that Petrofac 
is recognising the contribution of SFF Services 
and its guard vessels in this substantial 
donation.”

The Trust was set up by the Scottish 
Fishermen’s Federation in 2006 and since 
its inception has awarded over £100,000 
to a number of worthwhile projects.

Leading EC fisheries negotiators 
John Spencer and Andrew Thomson 
gave an update to the SFF Executive 
Committee in Edinburgh on 4 
February of the current situation and 
prospects facing shared stocks for 
pelagic and demersal species.

The two men are at the frontline of 
securing the best deal for the EU on pelagic 
and demersal fisheries and are closely 
involved in areas such as the Coastal States 
negotiations for blue whiting, atlanto 
scandian herring, mackerel, and North 
East Atlantic Fisheries Commission AGM 
meetings and the bilateral negotiations 
with Faroe Islands and Norway.

At the executive committee, they gave an 
analysis of the outcome of the most recent 
set of fisheries talks and an overview of 
the prospects for 2010.
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
